2022 Citizen’s Report 
Calls 

In 2022 the Northumberland County Sheriff’s Office 
received 13209 calls for service into our dispatch center.  

Of those calls for service 10700 required a Law Enforcement 
Officer Response. (just over 29 per day)  

1601 required an EMS response 

308 required a Fire Department response 
 
Investigations 

From those responses 635 Criminal Investigation Reports were 
completed. Not counting “information only” reports we show 
a (96.4% clearance rate) with many investigations still pending.

With 686 Warrants Served.
